30A §821(a) (10) to discuss
matters below, to return to open session:

Ron Zweig at 2:02 PM moved to enter into Executive Session pursuant to M.G.L. c. 304 §21(a)(10) to discuss
trade secrets and confidential, competitively sensitive, or other proprietary power supply information related to
a proposed Low-Income Community Solar project.

Ron Zweig declared that an open session may have a detrimental effect on Cape Light Compact’s ability to
conduct business in relation to other entities making, selling or distributing electric power and energy and that
the consideration of the purchase, exchange, lease or value of electricity will have a detrimental effect on Cape
Light Compact’s negotiation position as a public body. The Governing Board would return to Open Session at
the conclusion of Executive Session. Seconded by Joyce Flynn.

Low INCOME COMMUNITY SHARED SOLAR:

Judith Judson, Vice President Development of Ameresco reviewed the Low-Income Community Shared Solar
PowerPoint. Ameresco is a leading energy services company with a comprehensive portfolio of energy
efficiency and renewable energy solutions. She stated that Ameresco has put in over $6 billion in energy
solution projects that are benefiting over 8,000 customers.

Judith Judson stated that Ameresco has completed 468 solar projects. She reviewed the projects Ameresco has
completed in Massachusetts. She stated that there is a new opportunity through the SMART solar incentive
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program for projects that serve low-income residents and low-income community share solar can now be
offered through municipal aggregation programs. She stated that under the SMART tariff, the solar project
receives a payment from Eversource at the designated rate for low-income community shared solar. Then the
project pays a portion of the incentive to the town municipal aggregator to directly reduce energy supply rate for
low-income residents. The estimated saving is between 1.4-1.8 cents/kWh on the supplier portion of their
electric bill.

Judith Judson stated that on July 17, 2020, the town of Yarmouth issued an RFP to lease approximately 15 acres
of town land. She noted that Ameresco and the Compact executed a Letter of Intent (LOI) on September 2,
2020, affirming both parties’ interest to pursue a LICSS project in Yarmouth should Ameresco be the winning
bidder. The nonbinding LOI resulted from the Compact Board’s July 8, 2020 vote in support of the Compact
pursuing LICSS projects to benefit low-income customers within the Compact’s municipal aggregation service
territory.

Ms. Judson stated that bids are due by September 18, 2020. The options for the property include parking,
parking with solar canopies, commercial operation with or without solar, solar only installation, and battery
storage.

The Board had an opportunity to ask questions about the proposed project. [Note, the draft minutes prepared
after the meeting were stored on the hard drive of a Compact employee whose computer crashed and files could
not be recovered. As a result, these minutes were created based on the PowerPoint presentation (attached) and
the recollection of the Compact Administrator, Secretary and Counsel). No votes (other than to enter and exit
Executive Session) were taken. ]
