Maintaining your VSD.

To ensure your VSD is working properly 
now and for years to come, you’ll want to 
provide annual maintenance checks. 
Check the following each year:

It’s running in “Auto” mode

It’s modulating based on 
demand parameters

Variable set points (such as 
Temperature and Pressure 
Differential)

Helpful tips:

Be wary of placement. You’ll want to 
have the VSD installed in a dry 
environment, as moisture can damage 
the system’s circuit boards. 

Get your VSD cleaned. Contact a 
licensed electrician to clean your VSD 
about twice a year. Dust can reduce 
airflow, which ultimately affects 
performance.

• Reduce wear and tear on machines.

VSDs are best suited for heating and 
cooling equipment; however, they can 
also work on boiler draft fans, exhaust 
fans and manufacturing applications.
